In-school mentor: (Chippenham)

Mentoring provides children with an independent listening ear. Mentoring is relaxed
and informal. It is positive, quality 1-1 time with an interested enthusiastic adult who only
has the child’s best interests at heart.  If you have 2-3 hours a week to support local
children during school term times this could be for you. Volunteers need to be able to
offer at least a 6 month commitment to this role to ensure continuity for the child.
